• For all hospitality events involving a Government Official, an Elior North America team member must be present.

• All gift or hospitality expenses should be reported via regular expense reporting procedures and follow the

required approval process;

• the Gift and Hospitality Form must be completed, approved and a copy must also be scanned and submitted with

team members' expense reports; and

• Supervisors should only approve those expense reports for gifts or hospitality expense accompanied by the

properly executed Gift and Hospitality Form. All expense reports without a proper Gift and Hospitality Form

should be reported by the immediate supervisor to the Elior North America Compliance team.

4. Prevention and Detection of Corruption

The protection, detection and denunciation of bribes and other acts of corruption are the responsibility of all Elior
